AP English Literature and Composition Summer Reading 2014
Directions:  Read all of what is written below.  
1.  All students must read two works from the document Q3 TITLES.  [The document Q3 TITLES is on the LHS Media Center page.] This document lists the works which the AP Exam has listed as suggested titles for the Q3 essay.  The years when the title appears as part of the Q3 prompt* is next to each title.

2.  Students may not use Jane Eyre, Macbeth, Frankenstein, Our Town, The Poisonwood Bible, or A Raisin In The Sun as their summer reading selections.

3.  Additionally, all students must have read the following works and be very familiar with their plots, characters, and themes:  Romeo and Juliet, To Kill A Mockingbird, Lord Of The Flies, The Scarlet Letter, The Great Gatsby, Huckleberry Finn, and The Crucible.  These are works which are quite suitable for the Q3 AP Exam essay.  Students will have the opportunity to build on their understanding of these works and potentially use them for the Q3 essay.  We will refer to these works at various times during the class.  Any student who is not prepared to discuss these works should read (or reread/review) them before the school year starts.  

4.  Students should read as much as possible and should not limit themselves to merely reading what is required.  Regardless of the works students choose to read, they should: 1. build their vocabulary as they read by keeping a list of new words, 2. fully understand the plot, 3. gain some familiarity with the work’s literary mileu, which is often different from the plot’s time and place setting, 4. think carefully about the complexities which the work offers.  It is wise for students to take notes on the works they read because any of these works, like those listed above, may potentially serve as the subject for an AP exam Q3 essay.
